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The parent guide is to help you to learn the soft sounds and to
share with you the pictures/ method that we are using to aid
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Each week the children will visit our school library and select/
bring home a library book to help foster the love of reading. This
book is to be shared with/ read by an adult and will most likely be
far beyond the children’s reading ability.
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All the children have taken home wordless books (please see the
pics for an explanation as to why they are useful and a great guide

to getting started).

When your child has built up a bank of sounds and is confidently
blending sounds, they will bring home a phonic reading book
closely matched to their phonic ability.
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. Begin by looking at the cover. What can you
see? What clues to the story does the cover
illustration show?

. Read the title. Does the title give you any
ideas for what the story might be about?
Make predictions about the story based on
the cover and title.

. Take a picture walk. Look through the pages
of the book with the sole purpose of enjoying
the pictures. Talk about anything that
captures your attention.

. "Read” the story. You might go first, inviting
your child to add to your story as they see fit.
Don't be afraid to tell your story with
dramatic flair. Add sound effects and
interesting voices that suit the characters of
your tale.

. Encourage your child to take a turn telling
their own version of the story.

. Ask questions about the book — which is
your favorite illustration? Do you have a
favorite part of the story or a favorite
character? Can you tell about a time you
have felt like the main character or found
yourself in a similar situation?
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Wordless picture books are great for encouraging a
child's ability to infer what is happening in the story.
With no words for guidance, they have to figure this out,
using only the illustrations and their imagination. This not
only develops comprehension but an overall
understanding of story structure and plot. 18 Jan 2020
